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INTRODUCTION

The capital letters A, B, C, D, E, F in the text refer to the respective figures and tables.

The PC-100C is a compact AC-powered desktop unit designed to provide complete printer
capabilities for the T1-58 and T1-59 programmable calculators. With the PC-100C you can per-
form a number of different printing functions. You can :

1. Print any results obtained in the calculate mode.
2. List your program code with a single command,

3. Insert print instructions in your program to print one of more results without halting program
execution.

4, Perform paper spacing either manually or under program control in order to separate sets of
results.

5. Operate the printer in the Trace mode to automatically keep a record of all calculations per-
formed both manually and by program control, This trace includes a record of the operations
performed as well as the results.

6. Leave your desk without having to lock your calculator away. The PC-100C provides security
as well as power for your calculator.

The quiet, smooth-running electronic printer provides a permanent record of your calculations.
The paper used by the printer is a heat-sensitive type of paper (thermal paper). The only mecha-
nical part of the printer is a precision stepper motor which turns a rubber roller to move the pa-
per past the stationary electronic printheads. When printing, the paper is driven past the print-
heads in tiny steps. Between each step, small semiconductor elements are heated very quickly
by electronic circuits to produce coloured spots on the thermal paper. After several steps these
spots form the numbers, letters and symbols you can read on the thermal paper.

Since the printer is basically an electronic device, paper replacement and printhead cleaning
are the only maintenance items required. Please refer to the Maintenance and Service section
for paper replacement instructions and for instructions about proper care of the printer.

An additional feature of the PC-100C provides for automatic battery pack charging. When
placed in the battery compartment [A) your battery pack will be continuously charged. The
battery pack charging capability is available when the power cord is connected to a 220 v/
50 Hz (240 V/50 Hz U.K.) electrical outlet. Charging will continue when the PC-100C is not
in use and the power switch is in the «OF F» position.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Calculator Mounting

Mechanical and electrical interface with the calculator is accomplished by the key-actuated
mounting bracket/connector on the PC-100C which fits into the battery pack opening in the
calculator. A cover is provided to protect the interface connector from dust and other conta-
minants when it is not in use. A convenient storage compartment for this cover and the battery
pack is located under a hinged door at the lower right-hand corner of the PC-100C. To mount
the calculator, perform the following steps.

1. Remove the battery pack from the calculator and the protective cover from the mounting
bracket on the PC-100C,

2. Store these items in the storage compartment. The battery pack snaps into the storage/
charging compartment the same way that is does in the calculator as shown in A.

3. The key in the lock on the PC-100C must be turned fully anticlockwise hefare mounting
the calculator.

4. Place the battery pack opening in the calculator over the mounting bracket and push the
calculator down and toward the rear of the PC-100C to properly position it (B). While holding
the calculator down, turn the key one-half turn clockwise to lack the calculator in place, The
key should turn freely if the calculator is praperly positioned.

5. The calculator may be removed by turning the key anticlockwise, pulling the calculator
toward you and lifting it vertically.
